24.05.2017 (Wednesday, DAY 1)

Introduction
Welcoming by the hosting partner and by Project Coordinator. briefly stating the objectives of

the meeting. The music software presentation is postponed for the 25.05, because the
Portuguese partner will arrive for the second day of the presentation.

Summary of each partner’s plans about the ICT and music courses. Results from the

questionnaire

TURKEY:
The first part of course - ICT training - will be completed till the end of June and will last in

total 75 hours. It is dedicated for 15 adults, who will learn basics of ICT. The music course
will start in September. The partner is going to apply an internal questionnaire till the end of
the second week of June.

BULGARIA:
First part of the courses, for teachers, will be implemented between 15 and 30 June. The

course will start with basics about ICT and will finish with more advanced topics. The second
part will provide information about music composing and editing software. The partner will
adapt multiplier effect: after the planned courses, teachers will provide trainings for students.

The trainings will be adapted for different students.
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GREECE:

The partner plans to run the program in music school. The software training will start in
September. The goal is to teach ICT and music even people without music education. The
training is aimed for group of 25-30 people, who are interested in this kind of education, no
matter their profession, age, gender, etc. The suggestion was to find music/ICT trainees who
are more familiar with the topics. There was a discussion about the software: the partner is
considering Finale or Musescore. Problem with the first one is that each participant would
need a license and the budget is only for international meetings. The Project Coordinator
suggested using free software.

ROMANIA:

Till first of June ICT training will be done with 20 participants and will last 30 hours. The
music course is planned for second half of July. Their goal is to finish all courses and
questionnaires till the end of August. The partner uploaded all brochures, flyers and pictures
on Dropbox.

MALTA:

Partner from Malta has prepared course consists of 30 hours, 20 at class and 10 at home,
with more than 10 participants. First part of the training is focusing on basics of ICT, 2nd part
ICT in music. They do not have results from questionnaires yet.

SLOVAKIA:
Slovak partner will finish with ICT course till the end of July. The course will attend 5 people.
The music course will be organized between September and December.

ITALY (Palermo):

The ICT course will take part from 7 till 9 June. The idea is not to focus on basics of ICT, but
more on how to learn and teach, methodologies (for example Scrum methodology), so the
knowledge will be wider than ICT, and could be used in other areas of life. The partner has
already prepared questionnaires and fliers.

ITALY (Venice):

The partner has already organized meetings in school. Until now there are 10 participants.
There is no need to carry out the ICT course, because students already have it in their
didactic program. Suggestion of Project Coordinator was to look for more adults as trainees.
